Babies: Only pack plastic bottles* with pre-
measured formula and water. (*Due to the
number of children in our care, we are only
able to bottle feed.)

Preschool: Beginning in Toddler classes through age 4, children
receive a snack of either apple juice* or water. (* Unless another
beverage is listed on the Allergy Alert sign.)

A computerized Check-in System is provided for
Preschoolers (Birth— Pre-kindergarten). Parents
will receive three labels: one for the child, one for the

teacher and one for parents to use when picking up their child. Labels
are cross-checked before the child is released. Misplaced labels are
available at the Children’s Welcome Desk upon providing a picture 1.D.

Nursing Room: A nursing room is available in the Preschool
Building for feeding and changing.

If your child has special needs, we encourage

you to contact the Children’s Ministry Office

prior to bringing your child to Sunday school.

Mainstreaming is available when deemed
appropriate or a Special Needs program can also
meet individual needs. Our Children’s Ministry

Team will work together with you to determine the best

placement for your child.

Text pagers are available to all parents if needed.

Our Security System will ring your cell phone or text the pager provided
if you are needed. (Please turn your cell phone to “vibrate” mode and
keep it nearby.)

Parents must remain at the door when dropping off and picking up
children in the classrooms.
